The Master of Arts (International Relations in Economy

and Trade) (MAIRET) has been offered in China by Flinders
University in partnership with Nankai University since 2000.
The program is taught by staff from the University’s College
of Business, Government and Law in association with
Nankai University.

The MAIRET equips students with cutting-edge knowledge
and skills in International Relations focusing on international
political economy, international business, finance, and trade.
It has a particular emphasis on the economic and trade
relationships in the Asia-Pacific Region and the political and
economic implications of the rise of East Asian economies in
this digital era.

Students undertaking the MAIRET course with Flinders
University are taking part in an enterprise which is truly
international, not simply in terms of its intrinsic content but
also in its overseas availability and recognition. As Chinese
business is increasingly moving up the value chain and rapidly
going global, the course is particularly intended for business
managers, government officials, and nonprofit leaders who
aim to increase their international savvy.

Postgraduate university credentials in International Relations
are valuable for graduates who seek professional recognition
and employment in international public affairs, international
banking, international business and trade, diplomacy and
foreign affairs, journalism and related areas.

Master of Educational Leadership
and Management

The Master of Educational Leadership and Management

is a postgraduate coursework program offered by Flinders
University. The program is taught by staff from the University’s
College of Education, Psychology and Social Work, in
association with Nankai University, China.

The degree is intended for individuals in leadership positions
within schools, colleges or universities wanting to obtain

a formal leadership and management qualification; and/or
senior staff in schools, colleges or universities wanting to
move into a leadership and management role.

The course aims to critically explore how leaders build human
capacity to meet the current and future challenges of their
environment; investigate how an organisation’s people can be
encouraged to become lifelong learners while contributing

to the success of the organisation; and engage students in
learning that integrates theory with practice, action with
reflection, and questions with investigation.

Postgraduate university credentials in leadership and
management are valuable for graduates who seek professional
recognition and employment in schools, colleges, universities
and other educational organisations.

Master of Hospital Administration

The Flinders University Master of Hospital Administration
(MHA) award has been taught in China in partnership with
Nankai University since October 2003. The MHA is fully
equivalent to the Master of Health Administration taught by
Health Care Management on campus at Flinders University
in Adelaide, South Australia.

The MHA provides students with a range of generic
management skills as well as a deep understanding of issues
facing hospital managers working in health systems abroad
and in China. The MHA program has successfully combined
expertise from Nankai University staff and local experts in
hospital management, with the experience of international
visiting experts on health care management from Australia.
The program has also managed to blend Chinese and Western
teaching methods. The use of adult learning methods and
small group work to discuss management problems in the
Chinese health system has been particularly successful.

The MHA is particularly relevant to hospital executives in
China at a time when the country is facing major health
system reforms. Chinese hospitals face significant challenges
in the areas of financing, rural health, risk management and
workforce development in the context of changing consumer
expectations and rapidly evolving technological innovation.

Over the past 22 years Nankai University and Flinders
University staff have worked closely together to make the
MHA program a success. In the process a strong and enduring
relationship has developed between staff of Health Care
Management at Flinders and staff of the Faculty of Economy
and Society Development at Nankai.

China is a major global player and a strategically important
trading partner of Australia. In a small, but not insignificant
way, the MHA contributes to the relationship between the
two countries. It is hoped that MHA graduates will find further
opportunities to strengthen these international links though
trade and professional development. For our Australian
lecturers participation in the MHA program has been a
rewarding and enriching experience. We hope that MHA
graduates will remain in contact with our academic

staff throughout their professional life as alumni of

Flinders University.
