Step 1) Access & Draft Your Blog 
1. Log into the blog site with your FAN and password:

2. Click on the ‘Add New’ link under ‘Posts’ in the main menu bar (left of the screen). 
3. Write a catchy blog title into the ‘Enter title here’ then type your blog text into the body field. 

 
Remember: 
• If you are copying and pasting use Notepad instead of Word. 
• Use appropriate mark-up in your post, for example bullet lists and numbered lists. 

 
4. Click the ‘Save draft’ button, located on the (right of screen). 
5. Click the Preview button to see what the post looks like on a ‘live’ webpage. You can make any 

final changes to your post at this stage. 
6. *Important Click the blue ‘Submit for Review’ button > status should now read ‘Pending 

Review’ and the Global Experience Team will be notified of your post. 
 

*Important the Global Experience team can only publish photos of people that have 
completed our blog consent form. 
 

Step 2) Upload Your Photos 
1. Our blog system doesn’t have an option for you to upload photos. We can review the post, 

upload the photos on behalf of you before publishing them online. 
2. Upload your photos here with descriptions OR email your photo(s) for each blog post with 

photo captions to us at global.expereince@flinders.edu.au  
3. The Global Experience Team will publish your post and will share it with you.
