Students must have room in their study plan for the relevant topic code in order to receive credit.
Successful International Relations Honours degree applicants will be given approval to enrol into ASST7015 Supervised Research Project in Asian Studies (4.5 units) in order to undertake this program, and this topic will be counted as a coursework level topic.  Students must have room in their study plan for this topic in order to receive credit.
